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London gets ready to celebrate first anniversary of
being awarded the 2012 Olympics

LONDON will host a day of celebrations on Thursday (July 6) to mark the first anniversary of the
announcement that the capital will host the Olympic and Paralympic Games in 2012. The celebrations
will kick off at midday with an event in Trafalgar Square.

Double gold medallist Kelly Holmes and 800m Paralympian Danny Crates will join thousands of
people for the event which will be hosted by broadcaster Margarita Taylor. Olympics Minister Tessa
Jowell, London Mayor Ken Livingstone and chairman of the London Organising Committee of the
Olympic Games and Paralympic Games (LOCOG), Sebastian Coe, are due to speak at the event,
which will include live music and dance performance, plus opportunities for the public to try out five
different sports - basketball, sprinting, rowing, cycling and fencing.

The Trafalgar Square celebrations will also reunite the young people that were part of last year’s
delegation to Singapore, where the historic announcement was made. The event will see the official
unveiling of a specially branded bus, bearing images of some of the country’s most famous Olympians
and best-known locations, which will spearhead the “Be Part of 2012” UK-wide roadshow. The bus is
due to travel around the country, bringing top names from London 2012, the Government and sport to
present the latest news about how plans for 2012 are progressing. The full itinerary is available on
http://www.insidethegames.com/public_html/members/news_archive/roadshow_schedule.htm.

The Mayor of London is also due to announce details of the “Summer of Sport” — a new drive to
promote and encourage participation in sport in the capital. Immediately after the unveiling of the bus
in Trafalgar Square — where crowds gathered last year to wait for the announcement to be broadcast
from Singapore - the bus will make its way to the second stop on its tour, the Royal Festival Hall.

The previous day (July 5) Camelot are due to release full details about Dream Number, the first

dedicated draw-based Lottery game to raise funds for London 2012. Dianne Thompson, the chief
executive of Camelot, will make the announcement
and will be joined by a number of Olympic gold
medallists, including Coe, Jonathan Edwards, Sally
Gunnell, Marlon Devonish and James Cracknell.

Another big event being held to coincide with the
anniversary is the release on Thursday of The
Race for the 2012 Olympics, the book (pictured)
written by London’s former head of
communications Mike Lee, who is now running his
own agency Vero. It is to be published by Virgin.

Company in Olympic Park fined for polluting river

A PRINTING firm in the area earmarked for regeneration for the 2012 Olympic Games have been
fined £5,000 for polluting a tributary of the River Lee in Stratford, London. In what will become the
Olympic Park, Capital Print and Display Ltd, in Marshgate Lane, were found guilty of polluting the
Pudding Mill River with a mixture of industrial solvents. Stratford Magistrates’ Court heard how the
river turned a milky white colour and gave off a putrid smell, prompting a number of concerned
members of the public to contact the Environment Agency.

Although the company worked with officers from the Environment Agency once the source of the
pollution had been confirmed, the firm was found to have been negligent in discharging the industrial
waste directly into the river. “The responsible course of action would have been to pay for the waste to
be tankered off site and disposed of correctly - or secure a trade effluent consent from Thames Water
for the waste to be treated at a sewage works,” said lain Regan, the investigating officer. “Neither of
these options were taken, and as a result a cocktail of solvents were washed directly into the Pudding
Mill River, turning the water milky white and giving off a foul smell.”
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
