Newham launches new £250,000 sports academy to

NEWHAM COUNCIL, one of the poorest Boroughs in the UK, has 
launched a £250,000 scheme aimed at turning disadvantaged children 
into medal winners at the 2012 Olympics. The self-styled “Olympic 
Borough” which is home to the Olympic Park and the majority of Games 
venues, unveiled the scheme last Friday (October 6) with the help of 
former Olympic javelin champion Tessa Sanderson. Newham has 

already seen the wider benefits of the Olympics with the number of young people in the Borough 
making a first court appearance to face criminal charges having dropped by 25 per cent in the final 
year of the bid.
